“A STUDY ON THE IMPACT OF RECENT FLOOD-DRIVEN DISASTER ON THE FLOW OF TOURISTS IN SHINAGAR & MEASURE TO REVIVE TOURISM”
2. INTRODUCTION

As Jammu and Kashmir struggles to deal with floods that have caused havoc and killed nearly 200 people while leaving over half a million stranded, a New Delhi-based think tank has pointed out that climate change may have triggered the sudden, intense rainfall that led to the worst floods that the region is facing in over a century. Due to its natural location, Srinagar does not witness a proper monsoon season. But, people enjoy the colors of autumn which usually arrives in the month of October. The cool breeze during the evening makes the weather a bit chilly. Travelers love to the visual delight of the fall season.
The Kashmir region witnessed disastrous floods across majority of its districts caused by torrential rainfall. According to the Home Ministry of India, several thousand villages across the state had been hit and 390 villages had been completely submerged. In actual figures 2600 villages were reported to be affected in Jammu and Kashmir, out of which 390 villages in Kashmir were completely submerged. 1225 villages were partially affected and 1000 villages were affected in Jammu Division Many parts ofSrinagar, including the Border Security Force (BSF) HQ in Sanant Nagar & Army cantonment in Badam Bagh, were inundated, and vital roads were submerged, by the floods. in many parts of Srinagar's neighbourhood, the water was about 12 feet (3.7 m) deep, submerging entire houses. Stranded residents left their homes to move in with friends or relatives in safer areas. The death toll till September 10 had crossed 190 in Kashmir valley and areas affected by the floods were mostly districts in South Kashmir. In the Jammu Division, landslides triggered by heavy rainfall had damaged roads, dozens of bridges, buildings and crops. Vehicular traffic had been stopped on the Jammu-Pathankot highway
Impact of Floods:

· Displacement of vulnerable groups, women headed households, elderly, persons with disability, with difficulty evacuating.

· Loss of agricultural livelihood for women headed households.

· Potential loss of legal documents.

·  Limited privacy for women and children in relief camps.
· Migrant groups are left vulnerable, reference has been made to 100 plumbers from Odisha, but there are likely more migrant who are particularly vulnerable.
· Some evidence of unrest is being seen.
3. RATIONALE FOR THE STUDY
This study will analyze the impact of recent flood-driven disaster on the flow of tourist in Shrinagar & measure to revive tourism. So, its help to know how again revive the tourism in Shrinagar. It becomes convenient to understand the prospects of India's tourism after explaining. In Kashmir Valley reels under flood waters, everyone wants to know the development again after the crisis. Central Water Commission (CWC), the premier technical organisation in the country in the field of water resources, believes that it is more of a drainage problem and less of a flood issue.  Kashmir valley is a popular tourist destination for domestic and foreign tourists. Among the popular tourist places in the valley are Gulmarg that has a ski resort, Dal Lake that has popular house boats, Pahalgam and Amarnath Temple. In the aftermath of the recent floods, the state could lose a major chunk of the tourism business, one of its main sources of revenue, as travel companies and agents cope with enquiries and cancellations for the coming months. Many fear the impact will be felt right up to next year. The valley town of Srinagar, the state's summer capital, was hit by the worst floods in five decades, denting its chances to become one of the favourite destinations for Indians and foreign travelers just as tourism to the area had been regaining popularity. Many areas were flooded after heavy rain caused the Jhelum river and other water bodies to breach their embankments at several places. Power supplies and communications were disrupted as water levels rose to over three metres in Srinagar, the Dal Lake area, Anantnag, Pulwama and Baramulla, among others.

Heavy rains in India’s Jammu and Kashmir state have led to the worst floods in decades with many people killed, hundreds trapped and property and crops worth millions destroyed. While it is too early to assess the impact of the recent floods in Jammu & Kashmir on the financials of the state’s leading bank, J&K Bank , there may be some effect on its agricultural loan book, which is a small portion of its total credit portfolio. “Srinagar has mostly tourism related businesses and has exposure of short term in nature, which could have a knock-on effect on asset quality immediately,” they added.  “Although it is early to assess the impact on asset quality, Srinagar has 4.6 percent GNP. Online travel portal Yatra.com has cancelled about 70% of the air and hotel bookings for September end and plans for the coming months look bleak as tourists wait to see how the situation pans out.
